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OLENA ZELENSKA: DIPLOMAT, CULTURAL AMBASSADOR AND
HUMAN RIGHTS ACTIVIST

Olena Zelenska was born on 6 February 1978 in Kryvyi Rih, Ukraine. She entered
the Faculty of Civil Engineering at Kryvyi Rih National University and majored in
architecture. While studying, she began to communicate with Volodymyr Zelenskyy,
a student at the Kryvyi Rih Economic Institute [1]. Thanks to her deep knowledge and
desire for development, Olena realised from an early age the importance of cultural
and intellectual activity in strengthening national identity.

Prior to becoming the First Lady of Ukraine, she worked in various fields, from
journalism to advertising, and organised cultural events. Her interest in international
relations and diplomacy became the basis for her subsequent activities at the diplomatic
level.

When Volodymyr Zelenskyy became President of Ukraine in 2019, Olena
Zelenska not only assumed the role of First Lady, but also became actively involved in
political and public activities. She has initiated numerous projects aimed at improving
the social situation of women and children, combating domestic violence, and focusing
on healthcare, education and the general well-being of citizens.
