The evolution of the concept of land management: from boundary
delineation to comprehensive economic land management”

The term “land management” was first used in 1906 and, unlike boundary
surveying, was understood more broadly and pursued not only the goals of
legalizing the boundaries of land plots, but also adapting land to the most
profitable economic use, namely, as an activity of economic regulation of land
holdings. Thus, LA. Iveronov in his lectures on “Fundamentals of Land
Management” to students of the Moscow Agricultural and Moscow Commercial
Institutes in 1915 wrote: “Along with fixing the boundaries of land ownership in a
given territory, issues of a different order and significance arise, namely: the
location of land holdings and the configuration of plots belonging to different
owners are also closely related to the various economic interests of the latter.
Therefore, in cases where the interests of landowners were satisfied not by fixing
the existing boundaries, but by a new division of land, so that each of them
received a plot equivalent to the previous one, but reduced to a convenient array
and boundaries for the farm, such an operation was called land management.
The distinction between surveying and land management led to the performance
of these works in pre-revolutionary Russia by different ministries and
departments. For example, the boundary department carried out boundary
surveying, boundary courts resolved land disputes, and agricultural and peasant
lands were organized by land surveyors, with disputes resolved by land surveying
commissions or by order of land surveyors. Already in this period, the economic
side of land management was becoming one of the first things to be considered
alongside the legal one. Later on, the difference between the terms “land
management” and “demarcation” was leveled, because all large-scale
demarcation works (general and special demarcation, land reform related to the
abolition of serfdom, Stolypin's reform, etc.) pursued the goals of both legal
consolidation of land ownership boundaries and economic regulation of land
holdings. Given that all actions to create new land uses or reorganize existing
land holdings and land uses, and to organize their territory internally were carried
out on the basis of land management projects aimed at forming land property
objects in different natural and economic conditions and with different goals and
objectives, land surveying became an integral part of the land management
process. Already in the post-revolutionary period, according to the RSFSR Land
Code of October 30, 1922, land management included: a) allocation of land for
use by state organizations, institutions and enterprises, cities and urban-type
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settlements, associations of labor farmers, as well as on special terms (lease,
concession, etc.) to other institutions, companies and individuals; b) creation of
special purpose land funds (resettlement, concession, meadow, etc. ) and
transfer of land from one fund to another; c¢) withdrawal of land for state and public
needs; d) establishment of the city boundary; e) distribution of land used by land
companies; allocation of land to individual farms (yards) and their groups; division
of all or some land of a land company into farm or cut-off plots; distribution of land
of separate labor farms (yards); e) elimination or reduction of the width of certain
land uses, their insertion and interspersal, far-land, incorrect delineation of
boundaries and other deficiencies of land use; laying, relocation or elimination of
roads, provision of water sources for watering and relocation of land uses in
connection with the implementation of fundamental improvements of land
(reclamation); f) planning of rural areas of settlements; g) establishment and
change of boundaries of volosts. Later, in connection with the collectivization and
formation of large agricultural enterprises, on-farm land management was
included inthe list of land management activities, which was a scientifically based
organization of the territory of a particular farm with the introduction of crop
rotations, rational organization of production, labor and management, allocation
of land, crop rotations and arrangement of their territory. Thus, land management
has evolved into a whole complex of actions that have legal, technical,
organizational, economic and economic content at the same time.
