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PROTECTION OF THE HUMAN ENVIRONMENT FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF
LAW

Human life is no longer as simple and natural as it was centuries ago. The development of
civilization has made great progress in existence, but also brought negative effects. That, what
used to be ignored is now a global problem. Protecting the environment of life has become a
priority in most countries of the world.

Species protection is expressed — CITES (Convention on International Trade in
Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora). Until recently, ecology was unnoticed, today it has
become the foundation of the quality of human life. More and more often, people focus on
ecological security, understood as the lack of threats to the natural environment In Polish law,
closely related in this respect to the law of the European Union, there are numerous legal acts
limiting human interference in the natural environment. Ecological safety in the perspective of
environmental protection law can be defined in two basic aspects. On the one hand, it is the
behavior of an individual towards the domain as part of the scope of specific obligations regulated
by environmental law.

On the other hand, ecological security can be understood as a certain element of the use of
specific legal instruments by the state authorities, which are to ensure the subjective right to the
environment and the right to safe life in the natural habitat. The development of the environmental
law system is essentially based on the implementation of certain processes, including various
changes in the hierarchy of norms and values. It is difficult to deny this thesis, given the changing
environment of human life. What was once something natural, universal and serving man, is
becoming a threat to the environment as well as to man himself.

The International Declaration of Human Rights, adopted after World War II, hardly
touched on environmental issues. In 1972, the Stockholm Conference was held, which laid the
foundations for a new UN program dealing with the environment (United Nations Environment
Programme [UNEP], functioning today as UN Environment). The new green world order is
inextricably linked to politics (eco-politics) and law. More and more restrictive sanctions are being
introduced for the destruction of the natural environment, which is important not only for the
broadly understood nature, but also for humans. Ecopolitics grew out of ecology and becomes an
instrument in international relations. On the basis of ecology, green criminology arose as a science
of crimes against the natural habitat and their perpetrators. The law in its philosophy does not omit
any sphere of human existence, including the protection of living conditions and human health in
the natural environment.
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
