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Development of land relations: the experience of France

Abstract: The process of development of land relations and establishment of the land cadastre
of France is studied. The country's land legislation, main laws and legal acts of regulating land
relations are analyzed. It has been clarified what constitutes land in French legislation, what is
covered by the right of ownership and what is included in the content of the right to own land. The
process of land privatization in France and what group of tasks it involves are outlined. The
procedure for carrying out an expert assessment of land plots was studied. It is determined which
bodies regulate the land market in France. The experience of regulating land relations in France
for Ukraine is considered.

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Management of land resources and land use
in the conditions of the new land relationships

Abstract. Economic transformations in Ukraine largely determined the importance and
meaning of land resources management and land use. This is due to the fact that land, in addition
to its traditional properties as a means of production, territorial base, natural body, etc., has
become an object of legal relations and real estate. Under the management of land resources, it is
necessary to understand the influence of the state as the owner through the powers defined in the
legislative or administrative procedure. The newest system of land resources management provides
the possibility of allocation of public rights of the state, in particular: the right to tax land, control
the methods of disposal and use of land, their zoning by categories, determining the methods of
their use, the right to expropriate land for public purposes.
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
