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ASPECTS OF IMPROVING THE MANAGEMENT OF LAND RESOURCES
UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF THE STATE OF WAR TODAY

Land resources are a key element of any state, as they directly affect the quality
of life of citizens. Modern society faces problems caused by the irrational use of land,
which exacerbates social conflicts. The urgent need to revise the planning and
management strategies of land resources in Ukraine is obvious, because it is
important for the preservation of soil, water and biological resources. Currently,
Ukraine has made certain changes in the state management of land resources, taking
into account the military aggression on the part of Russia, especially in the field of
regulatory and legal regulation. In particular, two laws were adopted for the
development of the land market: the Law of Ukraine "On Amendments to Certain
Legislative Acts of Ukraine with the Purpose of Creating Conditions for Ensuring
Food Security During Martial Law" [1] and the Law of Ukraine "On Amendments to
Certain Legislative Acts of Ukraine in terms of the peculiarities of the regulation of
land relations during the period of martial law" [2.].

After all, the management of land resources is an important element of the
economic and social development of the country. In Ukraine, land is an important
source of income, but there are problems that prevent effective use of this
potential [3].

Today, the issue of improving the management of land resources and land use in
the context of sustainable development and the new land policy is receiving special
attention. This is due to the great importance of land resources for our country.
Effective management of land resources at the state, regional and local levels
encourages the search for new, more effective management principles that take into
account the experience of developed countries and are focused on ensuring
environmental safety. The relevance of this topic is reinforced by the need to adapt
land legislation to modern environmental challenges and global trends of sustainable
development. Since land is a key natural resource that affects economic and social
well-being, its efficient and ecologically balanced use becomes a priority aspect of
public policy. Increasing the ecological component in the regulation of land relations
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will contribute to the protection of soils, the preservation of biodiversity and
Ukraine's compliance with international standards in the field of environmental
safety. Therefore, it is necessary to integrate environmental aspects into the processes
of management, use and distribution of land resources. It is important to analyze
existing regulatory mechanisms, identify their shortcomings and conflicts, especially
in the context of environmental challenges such as soil pollution, erosion, loss of
fertility and climate change [3; 4].

The most important ecological and economic problem of the economy of
Ukraine is the rational use of land resources. Effective management of these
resources is the key to solving the problems of economic security and ensuring food
security of both the regions and the country as a whole, especially in the conditions of
martial law. Modern ecological and economic problems of Ukraine caused by
military actions are becoming a serious obstacle for the further economic
development of the state. All these problems, regardless of the economic sector, are
closely related to a certain territory.

The full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation caused significant damage to
the soil of Ukraine: large areas were damaged, littered and polluted. Therefore, the
restoration of land resources in the de-occupied territories, taking into account
foreign economic guidelines, is extremely urgent. This requires a study of
mechanisms for regulating land relations, taking into account ecological and
economic imperatives in the current market conditions.

In the conditions of martial law, the management of land resources acquires
special importance and specificity. It is necessary to ensure effective accounting and
control of land plots to prevent their illegal seizure or use in the interests of the
enemy. It is also important to ensure the preservation and restoration of land
resources that may be affected by hostilities.
