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Environmental and economic principles of rational use of recreational lands in the
Holosiivsky district of Kyiv

Abstract. The main conditions of recreational land use are the presence of natural
recreational properties on the land plot and the suitability of the land plot for the organization of a
certain direction (or set of directions) of activity. In the conditions of the general imperfection of
the institutional and organizational and economic basis for the development of land relations, it is
necessary to ecologize the economic relations of recreational land use. The structure of the
appropriate mechanism was developed and the directions for improving the institutional basis of
environmentalization of economic relations in the system of recreational land use of urban
agglomerations were developed in four directions: basic, market, social-informational and
normative-legislative, namely in the context of understanding the need to form a perfect system of
land ownership relations, as the basics of ensuring socio-ecological and economic development of
territories. Land management on a landscape-ecological basis is the basis for the organization of
recreational activities, because in modern conditions, the organization of recreational activities,
which does not have a scientific landscape-ecological justification, leads to the degradation of
natural recreational resources and the deterioration of the ecological state of the land.

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Some proposals for solving environmental, managerial and organizational
and economic problems of the lands of the recreational fund

Abstract. Nowadays, there is no complete cadastre of resort and recreational lands, and
indicators of the needs of reserve territories for the development of these lands have not been
adjusted. To solve all problems, it is necessary to determine science-based priorities for
development in the coastal strips, functional use and protection of resort and recreational areas,
taking into account regional characteristics. It is necessary to determine a comprehensive, cost
assessment of land as a natural resource. Monetary valuation is a key issue in building an
economic market mechanism for efficient land use. Therefore, we can confidently speak about the
need to develop and improve the mechanisms of state regulation and financial support for the resort
and recreational sector of the country's economy.
